A bigger and more powerful effort than Londer's basic Pinot, this year's Paraboll is brimming with ripe cherries and loads of very sweet oak. It is extracted and almost meaty just now with lots of flesh on its bones, and it gets a bit coarse at the edges as its youthful acidity cuts in at the end. That said, it is a very deep and eminently ageworthy wine whose sole sin is that of youth, and its enormous promise will be fulfilled only after three to five years have passed.
